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College Discovery Day Information for High School Seniors 

Saturday, November 20, 2010, Odell Building at Greensboro College

Steps for Registration
All seniors (not only actors) must submit all of the materials listed below. 

1.  Prepare your resume - You must use the format of the sample resume on page 3 of this document. Your resume cannot be longer than one page. This needs to be a Microsoft Word document. 

2.  Prepare your photo - You must prepare a jpg headshot image (maximum size is 2’5” x 2’5” or 1500x1500 pixels.  300kb max). The picture must be a headshot, not full body shot. It does not need to be a professional picture, but you should make a photo copy to test the copy quality prior to submitting it. Copies will be made and distributed to the schools with your resume.

3.  Fill out the registration form (page 4 of this packet) and save it to your computer.

4.  Make your payment with a credit card through Google Checkout at http://www.nctc.org/events/ct_festival.php
5. You will receive a confirmation email from Google Checkout. When you do, you need to forward that email to amanda@nctc.org and attach all of your documents – your registration form, resume and photo. 

You will receive a confirmation email within 3 business days. If you do not receive this email, please submit your materials again, as they were not received.

Schedule of Events for Seniors

8:00-9:00am – Registration – All seniors must check in during this time. You will not be permitted to audition/interview in the afternoon if you do not check in at this time.

9-9:30am – Welcome Session

9:30am-Noon – Morning Sessions (Students, grades 9-12, rotate through all sessions)

Discover Schools – Learn about NC Colleges and Universities and the differences between public schools, private schools and conservatories.

Discover Majors and Minors – Learn about the differences between BFA and BA majors, as well as options for Theatre minors and participating in theatre programs as a non-major.

Discover Careers – Learn about the many different careers in the theatre industry and how your college study can help you prepare to enter the theatrical workforce.

A Day In The Life of a Theatre Major – Current college students will give you the inside scoop and tell you what it is like to be a college theatre major.

Noon-1:00pm – Lunch

College representatives set-up the College Fair and Seniors prepare for auditions/portfolio presentations.

1:00-6:00pm – Auditions and Portfolio Reviews for Seniors

After your audition/portfolio presentation, schools will post call-backs and we encourage you to visit all booths at the College Fair.
Audition Procedures for Actors (Seniors Only)
- You may choose to audition with acting only or acting/singing:

Acting - 60 seconds only; begin by giving name, audition number, title of play (no author), name of character.  The 
timing will begin with the first word of the monologue, not the introduction. No props/costumes allowed. 


Acting and Singing - 90 seconds only; same procedure as acting monologue; an accompanist will be provided – 
no taped accompaniment or unaccompanied singing will be allowed.  You need to bring sheet music, in a three 
ring binder, in your key, with starting and ending points clearly marked.  If you plan to start your song after your 
monologue, please notate your cue (a line or gesture) in your sheet music, so the accompanist will know when to 
begin.  You may apportion the 90 seconds between acting and singing any way you choose.

Procedure for All Non-Actors (Seniors Only)
You will start your day by introducing yourself to the room of college representatives. You will state your name and area of interest. You will then go to a room to set-up a presentation of your work. College representatives will come in the room and talk to each student about their work. You can bring drawings, photos, models, prompt books, power point presentations, etc. If you plan to use a laptop, be sure to bring an extension cord (no computers will be provided). Be prepared to discuss your training, course work, production experience, hobbies and interests. Not all colleges will have a representative to visit your station, but they will all want to see you at the College Fair. After all of the available college representatives have talked to you, we will ask you to strike your materials and you will be free to visit the College Fair.

Activities for Parents
Parents are encouraged to register for College Discovery Day. Parents will be grouped together (a parent-only group, no students) and will rotate through and experience the same workshops that their students experience in the morning. After lunch, parents are encouraged to visit the booths at the College Fair to ask questions and gather information. This is a great way to support your student and to learn all of the information you need to know to help them with their future plans.
What Should I Wear and Bring?
You should dress in comfortable dress clothes and shoes. Wear clothing that looks nice but that you can move in, as some of the sessions will involve movement. You should plan to wear the same outfit all day; because the college representatives will be getting to know you throughout the morning and a costume change would be confusing.

Actors need to bring their audition book if singing. Non-actors need to bring their portfolio. Everyone should bring 10 extra copies of their photo and resume (stapled back to back). You will want a bag to collect info from the colleges and a note pad to take notes during the sessions.
